Decorative map of the Antarctic 

and southern areas of Africa, South America and Australia 

below the Tropic of Capricorn. The vignettes at the corners 

around the map showing natives of Southern regions have 

bright contemporary hand-coloring. Wear and 3 small tears 

along center fold, with no loss. Some age-toning. A good 

copy of this attractive, early map of the South Pole. $1,450.00

Shows 

southern England to Bedford, the French coast from Nantes

Paris. Paris: 1739. 244x315 cm. 20 double-page beautifully 

engraved maps, joined to together making up a huge map of 

Paris. Considerable restorations with some facsimile work, 

including a section of the title at the bottom. While certainly 

not pristine, this is nonetheless a very good example of this 

scarce map.. One of the finest, if not the finest, maps ever 

published of Paris, Bretez's map is among the most ambitious 

urban maps ever attempted. It shows all of 18th century Paris, 

with every building depicted in detail. Michel Etienne Turgot, 

the ñPr®v¹t des Marchands de Parisò, commissioned Louis 

Bretez and Claude Lucas to produce this map in 1734. Ori-

ented to the east, this map is an exquisitely accurate aerial 

view where in every building, tree, and park is shown. This 

monumental undertaking took five years of exhaustive draw-

ing and surveying to assemble. To produce the thousands of 

sketches and surveys needed to compile this map, Bretez was 

issued a permit to enter every building in Paris.  $8,750.00

A wonderful large 18th century 

map of Africa which demonstrates the considerable lack of 

knowledge of most areas of the continent not immediately 

along the coast. Much of the north-central area of the conti-

nent, in and just below the Sahara, shows geographical fea-

tures taken from Ptolemy, the Bible, or legend. $850.00 

12)  (Quebec) de Vaugondy, Robert, Partie de L'Amerique

Uncol-

ored map of the whole continent of South America, by DôAn-

ville, improved by Bolton, for Postlethwait's Dictionary. In 

three sheets, unjoined. Very good condition, light wear and 

toning at the join edges of the sheets. This was as accurate a

Upper left corner defective, with damage to the border at the 

left side. Trimmed very close at the top border. The map is 

divided into 3 sections: New Orleans, Baygoulas-the sea, the

The text indicates geographic changes 

brought about by the Treaty of 1763. At the top left, over unex-

plored territory, is a large inset map of Hudson and Baffin Bays. 

A most unusual feature of this map is an area (colony, tribe, 

region?) identified as Granvil, in the northern portion of North

A good 

copy of one of the great, if not the greatest, 18th century maps of 

New England. This map would have formed the image which 

most British citizens would have had of New England at the 

time of the American Revolution. Full color in Vermont, outline 

color throughout. Uniform age-toning throughout. Stevens &

18) (Canada) Jeffreys Thomas, A Chart of the Gulf of St. 

Laurence. London: 1775. 52x62 cm. Map from the Sayer &

This map shows the southern coast of 

Labrador, western coast of Newfoundland, and northeastern

Very good con-

dition, small stains in margins at left corners, light horizontal 

crease, very light scattered foxing. Names, but does not give 

boundaries for, Vermont. A scarce, attractive Revolutionary War 

map with a plan of Boston at the bottom right with many loca-

tions keyed.

Fifth issue, with text. Top and bottom trimmed very tight, un-

doubtedly to let it to fit into an atlas . The top neat line is visible 

in some places. The trimming has resulted in the loss of most of 

the last line of text in each of the four text columns. There is a 

slight cut at center fold. Tinted in water areas, otherwise uncol-

ored. A very scarce and important map of the New York City area 

showing the positions and movements of American and British 

armies during the campaign for New York City. Nebenzahl 107 : 

ñLocation of the British fleet is indicated and the five principal 

ships are named. é The letterpress text gives and account of the 

Battle of Long Island, taken from General Howeôs letter to Lord 

Germain, and numbers of casualties, prisoners, and artillery 

pieces captured. The account concludes with a narrative of the 

actions of the British fleet under Commodore Hotham.ò Stevens 

Tree 41 (e). Stokes (Iconography) plate 45-B, vol. I p. 353, char-

acterizes this fifth state as ñvery rare.ò It is the only state to name 

Fort Washington in upper Manhattan and Fort Lee in New Jersey. 

While the loss of most of the line of text at the bottom is regretta-

ble, this is nonetheless a very attractive copy of one of the most 

desirable, and rare, Revolutionary War maps  $12,500.00

Map of the Discoveries Made by the Russians on the North

sides. Shows from Siberia to Hudson Bay, centered on a very 

bulbous, imprecise Alaska. Shows tracks of exploring ships. Cop-

ies Gerard Mullerôs map of 1758.

23) (North America)  Sayer & Bennett, A New Map of North 

America, Including the West India Islands. London: 1783. 

117x102 cm. Large 2 sheet map. Some repairs, good to very 

good condition. One tear along the rightmost vertical fold in top 

sheet, light damage at bottom of map, mostly confined to bottom 

margin, though there is one small hole in the bottom border. 

This is Stevens & Tree 49(i-k) except that there is no imprint 

line at the bottom right to ascertain the exact issue. All mentions 

of the 1763 Treaty of Paris have been removed, however and the 

name United States appears in the title and on the map itself.

25) (North America)  Sayer, Robert, A New Map of the Whole 

Continent of America, Divided into North & South & West 

Indies Wherein Are Exactly Described the United States of 

North America ... London: 1786. 118x103.5 cm. Outline color. 

Very large map, 4 sheets joined into 2. Large inset map of Hud-

son and Baffin Bays at lower left. Among the decorative features 

is an elaborate cartouche with an alligator basking in the fore-

ground. Stevens & Tree 3(e). $2,500.00 

26)  (New York State) N.A., Map of Steuben Patent, Holland 

Co. 1787. n.p.: 1787??. 42x47.7 cm. Manuscript map of 107 lots 

in the Steuben Patent, in the lands of the Holland Company, east 

of the Town of Steuben in Oneida County, New York. Most 

landowners are identified, as are some subsequent land sales, 

most notably in the 1830's and early 1840's. Backed by stiff pa-

per. Early horizontal tear with some discoloration  from at-

tempted repairs. The date is given on the map, but it is not cer-

tain that this map was not copied from a 1787 original. However, 

it was undoubtedly done before 1840. $500.00 

27) (France) de Belleyme, M., Carte de la France, Divisee en 

85 Departements et Subdivisee en Districts ... Presentee a 

L'Assemblee Nationale. Paris: 1791. 116x160 cm. Folding map, 

backed by original linen and dissected, with linen split along 

some folds. No slipcase. The map itself is colored in outline by 

district and is in very good  condition with uniform age-toning. 

This is apparently the first large-scale maps of France produced 

by the National Assembly after the French Revolution. Contains 

a large decorative cartouche with symbols of the Revolution. In 

spite of the revolutionary fever sweeping the country at this time, 

de Belleyme's imprint line at the bottom identifies him as Geog-

rapher to the King. Reproduced as late as 1826. There was a 

1798 edition as well which eliminated many of the decorative

28) (New York State) Wright, Benjamin, Map of Adgate's Pat-

ent. n.p.: 1794?. 86x171 cm. Large 2-sheet manuscript map of 

Adgate's Patent now in Oneida County, New York. The eastern 

sheet is taller than the western as the Patent has a triangular 

shape. Each parcel has a land owner written in, many with subse-

quent purchasers as well, running as late as 1864. Backed with 

stiff paper, extensive chipping at bottom edge with some loss, 

particularly at the corners. Wright was the senior engineer of the 

Erie Canal, but this would have represented some of his earliest 

work surveying in Oneida and Oswego Counties (See DAB, v.X, 

p.543). This map is very similar to, but not a direct copy of, 

maps in the Holland Company archives at SUNY-Fredonia.

29) (New York State) N. A., Map of Servis Patent, Holland 

Co. 1795. n.p.: 1795?. 138x43.7 cm.  2-part manuscript map of 

this land grant to the east of Steuben Township in what is now 

Oneida County, New York. Backed with stiff paper. Long hori-

zontal crack at the center and wear at the edges. Minor use of 

color, with blue for streams and faded red for some lot bounda-

ries. Most of the 191 lots have the land-owners  identified, with 

many lots updated to the middle of the 19th century. Very similar 

to, but not apparently copied from, a map in the SUNY-Fredonia

30) (New Hampshire) Reid, John, The State of New Hamp-

shire. New York: 1796. 44x28 cm. Map from Reid's American 

Atlas. Good condition, though with two thick darkened bands: 

across the center and bottom. Shows towns, counties, roads, 

mills. Relief by hachures. Engraved by Benjamin Tanner. Cobb 

76. $475.00 

31) (Spain/Portugal) Chanlaire & Mentelle, Carte d'Espagne 

et de Portugal en Neuf Feuilles. Paris: 1799. 97x126 cm. Fold-

ing map, dissected and backed with contemporary cloth, light 

soiling and wear, very good condition. Modern cloth slipcase. 

Outline color by province. A fine Napoleonic-era map of Spain 

and Portugal, undoubtedly used at the time to follow the Penin-

sula War with the British under Wellington. Excellent topog-

raphical detail, with elevated areas shown graphically. This is the 

first edition of a map which was reprinted in 1810. $1,750.00 

32) (New York State) , Part of the Oneida Reservation - Map 

of Different Portions on the northern banks of the Mohawk 

River. n.p.: c.1800. 62x72 cm. Manuscript map of what was to 

become much of southern Oneida County, New York. Backed 

with stiff paper, some chipping at edges and along earlier folds. 

Yellow hand-colored border, light blue wash in rivers. Shows 

Fort Schuyler (the "new" Fort Schuyler which replaced Fort 

Stanwix for a few years) at the location of the current city of 

Rome. Names Utica and shows a settlement in that area, in the 

middle of Cosbys Manor. Identifies many land grants through the 

area north and east of the Mohawk River, with particular detail to 

numbered lots in Steuben Township and the Adgate and Kolcks 

Patents. The eastern portion of Steuben Township is dominated 

by 160 lots designated to Baron Steuben. $2,250.00 

33) (New York State) Goerick, C[asimir?]., Township of Steu-

ben. n.p.: c.1800. 37x28.7 cm. Manuscript map of the Township 

of Steuben, in Oneida County. Backed by stiff paper, consider-

able wear and staining, particularly at margin. Cracked along 

earlier center horizontal and vertical folds. Next to the title is a 

manuscript date ñ1769ò in a different hand. Steuben Township 

was not founded until 1792, so the 1769 date must refer to sur-

veys performed before incorporation. Most of the lots have land 

owners named, including many which appear to be added some-

what later in a different hand. There is a signature of C. Goerick  

at the bottom right corner. This would appear to be Casimir Go-

erick, a noted New York City surveyor who was an important 

figure in the laying out of the streets Manhattan Island in the

Manuscript map of lots in the Town of 

Ava, in northwestern Oneida County, New York. 13 lots are 

delineated, with survey lines and some features.
